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Escape and Arabization
A Comparative Analysis of Population Figures in Traditionally Kurdish
Areas of Syria between 2010 and 2023

War leads to flight and demographic changes - Syria is no exception. To capture the
changes in the traditionally Kurdish areas of Syria, we compared official government
statistics from 2010, the last pre-war year, with figures from the end of 2023. These
were provided to us by a Syrian NGO that has been collecting population numbers,
including migration, in Syrian cities and villages since 2011. The data for the villages
were supplemented and spot-checked through interviews we conducted with (former)
residents.

We collected data on a total of thirteen cities (Kobani, Hisica, Am(dé, Qamislo,
Dirbésiyé, Dérik, Tirbespi, Seré Kaniyé, Til Témir, Cinderésé, Siyé, Reco, and Sera) as
well as part of the surrounding villages (a total of 880). Thus, this is not a comprehensi-
ve statistic — we have no figures for some areas, such as the city of Efrin and its asso-
ciated villages. Detailed, village-specific statistics for each of the mentioned locations
can be found in the appendix to this introduction.

In summary, it can be said that in 2010, 1,287,161 people lived in the areas we
surveyed. By 2023, a total of 695,473 people had migrated from these areas, which is
54.03 percent of the entire population. A total of 549,661 people, or 42.70 percent of
the population, fled abroad.

According to official Syrian statistics, in 2010, 879,854 people lived in the cities
of Kobani, Hisica, Am{dé, Qamislo, Dirbésiyé, Dérik, Tirbespi, Seré Kaniyé, Til Témir,
Cinderésé, Siyé, Reco, and Sera. By 2023, 463,539 of them had left these cities, which is
52.68 percent of the population. Of these, 398,101 fled abroad, which is 45.25 percent
of the population. A breakdown by ethnic groups is not available.

Of the 880 surveyed villages, 503 were Kurdish, 278 were Arab, 36 were Assyrian
or Armenian, and 63 were mixed. Separate information on Yazidi villages was not avai-
lable; they are recorded as Kurdish villages.

In 2010, a total of 171,199 people lived in the 503 Kurdish villages. By the end of
2023, 101,812 of them had left these villages, which is 59.47 percent of the population.
A total of 64,983 people had fled abroad, which is 37.96 percent of the population.

In 2010, a total of 129,604 people lived in the 278 Arab villages. By the end of 2023,
65,822 of them had left these villages, which is 50.79 percent of the population. A total
of 41,307 people had fled abroad, which is 31.87 percent of the population.

In 2010, a total of 10,967 people lived in the 36 Assyrian and Armenian villages.
By 2023, only 614 people remained there. This means that 10,353 people, or 94.40 per-
cent of the population, had left their villages. Of these, 6,213 people, or 62.25 percent
of the population, had fled abroad.
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Additionally, between 2010 and 2023, a total of 434,224 people have fled to or
settled in the mentioned areas. Of these, a total of 161,563 are attributed to the four
regions of Efrin (Cindérsé, Siyé, Reco, and Sera).

Looking at the numbers, it's immediately noticeable that Assyrians and Armen-
ians left their villages proportionally much more often than Kurds and Arabs: over 94
percent of the population from Assyrian and Armenian villages fled, compared to only
59.47 percent of the population from Kurdish villages and 50.79 percent from Arab
villages. This phenomenon is easily explained: particularly the presence of the Islamic
State (IS), but also the fear of opposition-aligned Islamic militias in Syria between 2014
and 2019, led to the flight of non-Muslims.

However, to understand in more detail who fled from which areas, why, and when,
we have selected three areas for analysis. These are Qamislo and its associated vil-
lages, Kobani and its associated villages, and Cinderésé and its associated villages.
We were particularly interested in the different reasons for fleeing among Arab and
Kurdish Syrians.

Qamislo and associated villages

In the city of Qamislo, a total of 464,336 people lived in 2010, but by 2023, this number
had dropped to 233,472. A total of 2,430 people had fled within Syria, while 229,434
had fled abroad. Additionally, 112,178 people had resettled in Qamiglo.

In the 28 Kurdish villages we evaluated, which are part of Qamislo, a total of 6,807
people lived in 2010. By 2023, this number had decreased to 3,420. 54 people had fled
within Syria, while 3,333 had fled abroad. Additionally, 116 people from other areas of
Syria fled to the 28 Kurdish villages belonging to Qamislo and resettled there. These
were predominantly Arabs from Raqqa and Deir ez Zor.

In the 26 Arab villages we evaluated, which are part of Qamislo, a total of 9,564
people lived in 2010. By 2023, this number had decreased to 5,661. 151 people had fled
within the country, while 3,743 had fled abroad. Additionally, 2,026 people from other
areas of Syria fled to the region and resettled in the villages. They were also predomi-
nantly Arabs from Raqqga and Deir ez Zor.

Therefore, a total of 49.76 percent of the original population left their Kurdish
villages, compared to only 40.72 percent of the originally Arab village inhabitants. To
explain this difference, it is necessary to distinguish between reasons for fleeing that
primarily affected the Kurdish village population and those that are also relevant to the
Arab population.

Firstly, it should be noted that Qamislo and its associated villages are located in
a part of Ciziré where no direct military confrontations occurred. Therefore, direct war-
fare was not a reason for fleeing. Relevant to members of all ethnic groups, however,
was the deteriorating economic situation, particularly the issues in agriculture. Addi-
tionally, there were regular drone strikes by Turkey and fear among the population that
the Turkish government, along with allied Arab militias, could take control of the region
surrounding Qamislo.
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Furthermore, from 2014 onwards, the Kurdish population was affected by forced
conscription by the Democratic Union Party (PYD). Kurdish young men were compel-
led to join the People’s Protection Units (YPG) and could be deployed against the IS.
This was not an option, particularly for Kurds who were not aligned with the PYD or its
parent organization, the PKK. Additionally, there were numerous cases of abduction or
forced conscription of Kurdish minors by the PYD.

Overall, this significantly contributed to the flight of young Kurds and Kurdish fa-
milies with adolescent children.’

Furthermore, from 2015 onwards, the school curricula for Kurdish schools were
altered. The Autonomous Administration, dominated by the PYD, decided that educa-
tion for Kurds would be exclusively offered in Kurdish. School textbooks were replaced
and adapted to the PKK ideology or Ocalan’s »philosophy«. Apart from the ideological
indoctrination, which not all parents desired for their children, a significant problem
arose: the diplomas from these schools are not recognized neither in Syria nor abroad.
A student graduating from a Kurdish school cannot pursue higher education or voca-
tional training requiring a diploma. Faced with this reality, many Kurdish families deci-
ded to leave the country with their children. The original school curriculum remained
unchanged initially in Arab and Assyrian schools.

The fact that the difference between fleeing Kurds and Arabs is not even higher
is likely due to the increased forced conscription of Arab young men starting around
2017. Additionally, the new school curriculum was introduced in Arab and Assyrian
schools as early as 2016. As a result of these changes, especially the number of Arabs
leaving the villages belonging to Qamislo and Qamislo itself is likely to have increased.

A delayed escape of the Arab population from Ciziré is also supported by a sur-
vey conducted in 2015:

In November 2015, KurdWatch surveyed village elders and selected residents in
a total of seventy-seven villages in Ciziré about the number of people who had left the
villages since the beginning of the unrestin 2011. Fourteen villages were located in the
area around Dirbésiyé, seven in the area around Girbawi, eleven in the area around Til
Témir, sixteen in the area around Séré Kaniyé, fifteen in the area around Amuadé, and
fourteen in the area around Hisica. Before March 2011, a total of 38,616 people lived
in these villages; by November 2015, this number had decreased to only 13,860 (36
percent). Consequently, 64 percent of the population had fled. In the fourteen villages
around Hisica, where military confrontations had occurred, only 220 people remained
out of the original 2,890 (barely 8 percent).

According to the remaining population and village elders, families and elderly in-
dividuals predominantly fled to Iragi Kurdistan and Turkey, while young people headed
towards Europe. Consequently, there was now an overrepresentation of elderly indi-
viduals in the villages. Additionally, the number of fleeing Kurds was assessed to be
disproportionately high compared to the fleeing Arab population — in some originally

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mixed villages, almost only Arab residents remained at that time. Christians and Yazi-
dis had almost completely left the villages in the region.

The surveyed villagers in the Hisica region primarily cited military confrontations
as the reason for fleeing. In other regions, reasons for fleeing included the impossibili-
ty of practicing agriculture without adequate water and electricity supply, as well as the
looming threat of forced conscription into the YPG of the PYD for young men. Additio-
nally, villagers reported that the PYD had completely disconnected some villages from
the power grid if their residents were perceived as predominantly critical of the PYD.?

Even though the survey doesn't include villages around Qamislo, this data clearly
shows that both Kurds and Arabs in Ciziré were equally affected by military confrontati-
ons and agricultural difficulties, while forced conscriptions initially only affected Kurds.
This resulted in a higher rate of fleeing among Kurds.

Kobani and associated villages

In the city of Kobani, a total of 44,821 people lived in 2010. By 2023, this number had
decreased to 12,346. A total of 13,020 people fled within Syria, while 19,455 fled ab-
road. Additionally, 11,850 people resettled in Kobani, mostly Kurds from Efrin, Damas-
cus, and Aleppo.

In the 23 Kurdish villages belonging to Kobani that we evaluated, a total of 15,756
people lived in 2010. By 2023, this number had decreased to 4,874. A total of 4,621
people had fled within Syria, while 6,261 had fled abroad. There were no new resettle-
ments.

In the three Arab villages belonging to Kobani that we evaluated, a total of 5,302
people lived in 2010. By 2023, this number had decreased to 1,259. A total of 1,413
people had fled within the country, while 2,630 had fled abroad. There were no new
resettlements.

Thus, a total of 69.07 percent of the original population from Kurdish villages and
76.25 percent from Arab villages left their homes between 2010 and 2023.

In comparison to the statistics from the Qamiglo region, it is immediately noticea-
ble that the rate of refugees among Kurds and Arabs is significantly higher — in fact,
the number of fleeing Arabs even surpasses that of fleeing Kurds. This is due to the
fact that, unlike in Qamislo, military confrontations were a major reason for fleeing: On
September 15, 2014, the IS captured the Kobani region. While Kurds completely left
the area and mostly fled across the border into Turkey, many Arabs remained in the
region. They perceived the threat from IS as less severe than many Kurds did. After the
USA, in cooperation with various Kurdish forces (primarily fighters from the PKK, but
also from the PYD and Iraqi Kurdish Peshmerga), recaptured the area, part of the Kur-
dish population returned to the villages (as well as the city of Kobani), which had been
completely abandoned in the meantime. The return of the inhabitants was significantly

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hindered by the fact that approximately 70 percent of the Kobani region was destroyed
by airstrikes against IS. At the same time, many of the Arabs originally remaining in the
villages fled the region, fearing being accused of cooperating with IS and becoming
victims of revenge attacks.

The lack of resettlement of Arab residents in the villages is likely mainly due to the fact
that the region is significantly poorer than Ciziré and Efrin.

Cinderéseé and associated villages

In the city of Cinderésé, a total of 13,661 people lived in 2010. By 2023, this number had
decreased to 3,061. A total of 5,700 people fled within Syria, while 4,900 fled abroad.
Additionally, 23,450 new settlers resettled in Cinderésé, all of whom are Arabs. The
original population, however, was almost exclusively Kurdish.

In the 33 Kurdish villages belonging to Cinderésé that we evaluated, a total of
19,286 people lived in 2010. By 2023, this number had decreased to 5,822. A total of
8,021 people had fled within Syria, while 5,334 had fled abroad. Additionally, 18,553
new settlers had resettled in Cinderésé, all of whom are Arabs.

Thus, 77.59 percent of the original population from the city of Cinderésé and
69.25 percent of the population from the Kurdish villages around Cinderésé left their
homes between 2010 and 2023.

The presented numbers clearly indicate that there has been a population ex-
change in Cinderésé and its surrounding villages. Before the start of the war, the popu-
lation was overwhelmingly Kurdish, with less than two percent of the people in the Efrin
region, to which Cinderésé belongs, being of Arab descent. In January 2018, Turkey
launched a large-scale offensive against the region, and by March 2018, with the help
of Arab militias from the »Arab opposition«, they managed to take over the city of Efrin
and its surroundings, including Cinderésé and its villages, and drive out the YPG from
this area. A large part of the Kurdish population fled and has not been able to return
to their villages and lands to this day. These were occupied by the Arab militias active
there and by their family members, as well as by Arabs from Idlib, Aleppo, and Ciziré,
leading to numerous expropriations.® Especially at the beginning of the occupation,
Kurdish residents were often abducted to extort ransom, and arbitrary arrests, often
accompanied by torture, were commonplace. To this day, many of the former Kurdish
residents are forced to live in camps outside the Efrin region. Cinderésé, like the other
areas we examined in the Efrin region, has transitioned from being almost exclusively
Kurdish to predominantly Arab. 5,822 remaining Kurds are outnumbered by 18,553
newly settled Arabs.

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Summary

To summarise, it can be said that Kurds have fled the formerly predominantly Kurdish
areas for various reasons. In Qamislo, the main trigger was the policy of the Autono-
mous Administration and the PYD/YPG. In the villages around Kobani, the Kurdish po-
pulation mainly fled from the IS, while in Cinderésé, the conquest of the area by Turkey
and its associated Arab militias was the main cause of flight.

Currently, only the villages around Kobani are likely to be predominantly Kurdish.
Due to the flight of Kurds from the region and the influx of refugees from Arab areas,
the villages belonging to Qamislo are probably now predominantly Arab - for the same
reasons, this also applies to the villages around Hisica, AmUdé, Dirbésiyé, Dérik and
Tirbespi in Ciziré. In Cinderésé, on the other hand — and this also applies to Siyé, Reco
and Sera - the Kurdish population is now only a minority. Our figures make it clear that
the areas have undergone large-scale Arabisation since 2018. It should be added that
this also applies to Seré Kaniyé and the surrounding area. In 2019, this region was also
occupied by Turkey and Arab militias, and there is currently almost no Kurdish popula-
tion here either.
